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Current Status:

The majority favor unification when circumstances improve, though suppert for this has
gradually declined.

Support for immediate
unification remains low, reflecting widespread caution, while indifference toward unification is
minimal, showing that the issue is still relevant.

Problems |dentified:

The decline in optimism for unification when conditions improve may suggest people feel itis
less feasible over time. The rising contentment with separation highlights concerns about
potential economic and social disruptions from unification. Additionally, a possible generational
shift indicates younger people may feel less y for uni further licating
long-term prospects.
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
